C. Reimbursement System

D. Declaration Letter Policy

You may briefly mention your project or area of
focus, but avoid lengthy background narratives. Keep the introduction focused and
purposeful.

Essay Example

It is often said that injustice anywhere is a threat to justice everywhere, but what breeds
injustice is frequently overlooked. Inequality is the underlying cause of injustice. Today, the
gravity of inequality in the world is aptly depicted in the World Inequality Report 2026
published by the World Inequality Lab, which states that the top 10% of people have
cornered 75% of global wealth. This skewed distribution of wealth paints a very gloomy
picture for the existence of humanity today.

In order to address this challenge, the United Nations, through its Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs), has incorporated Reducing Inequality as one of its key goals. Our initiative,
NAPPTOR, is also guided by a similar vision, where we attempt to leverage digital technology
to reduce inequality in general and economic inequality in particular. Through NEPPTOR, we
provide a digital platform to youth with expertise in Islamic jurisprudence to help address the
problems faced by young people in their daily lives. In return, these experts earn a livelihood.
Earlier, such experts found it very difficult to access employment opportunities in India, but
today they are earning a respectable income through our platform.

Our vision is to expand NEPPTOR further so that we can reach the unreached in a more
substantial way by leveraging the Middle East Youth Summit platform. Inequality can be
reduced only by empowering people, and economic empowerment is one of the most
significant ways of doing so, as it gives people choices. Our platform provides individuals
with the choice to earn their livelihood with dignity. Today, humanity has no option but to
strive toward reducing inequality, as it is sine qua non for a just, prosperous, and peaceful
society.

01 Wait for Your Form Review

After submitting your registration form, please wait while the selection team reviews your
submission. Once validated and accepted, you will receive a Letter of Acceptance (LoA).

02 Understanding Your LoA

Receiving an LoA means your form has been verified and accepted by the committee.
For Self-Funded participants, the LoA confirms that your registration is complete and
valid.
For Fully-Funded applicants, the LoA does not yet mean you are accepted as a fully-
funded delegate. It indicates that your form has passed the first review stage and will
proceed to the Essay Review and Interview Selection process.

03 Where to Access Your LoA

The LoA will be sent to your registered email address and can also be downloaded from the
“Documents” tab on your account dashboard.

04 Documents Provided After Receiving the LoA

Once your LoA is issued, you will have access to several documents to download, sign, and
share:

Agreement Letter:

	Introduction Begin with a concise introduction. Briefly introduce the issue within your chosen SDG and explain why it matters in your context. Clearly state your main argument: how a youth-driven initiative can move beyond short-term solutions and create long-term social and economic sustainability. You may briefly mention your project or area of focus, but avoid lengthy background narratives. Keep the introduction focused and purposeful.
	Problem Context Describe the current condition in your community or country and identify the gap that needs to be addressed. Why is this issue urgent? What existing solutions are insufficient? If possible, support your explanation with relevant data. This section should demonstrate that you understand the issue beyond surface-level observation.
	Initiative / Experience Explain what you have done (or are currently doing), and clearly define your role. Describe the challenges you encountered and how you addressed them. We are particularly interested in your leadership, decision-making process, and problem-solving ability. Avoid general claims; be specific about actions and outcomes.
	Sustainability and Long-Term Strategy Explain how your initiative moves beyond a one-time event or short-term intervention. What makes it sustainable? Consider factors such as partnerships, funding models, community involvement, policy alignment, scalability, or systems change. Demonstrate how your project generates both social impact and economic value over time.
	Project Proposal Include tives and expected outcomes related to your subtopic.

	A DIGITAL BRIDGE TO REDUCE INEQUALITY: NEPPTOR

	It is often said that injustice anywhere is a threat to justice everywhere, but what breeds injustice is frequently overlooked. Inequality is the underlying cause of injustice. Today, the gravity of inequality in the world is aptly depicted in the World Inequality Report 2026 published by the World Inequality Lab, which states that the top 10% of people have cornered 75% of global wealth. This skewed distribution of wealth paints a very gloomy picture for the existence of humanity today.
	In order to address this challenge, the United Nations, through its Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), has incorporated Reducing Inequality as one of its key goals. Our initiative, NAPPTOR, is also guided by a similar vision, where we attempt to leverage digital technology to reduce inequality in general and economic inequality in particular. Through NEPPTOR, we provide a digital platform to youth with expertise in Islamic jurisprudence to help address the problems faced by young people in their daily lives. In return, these experts earn a livelihood. Earlier, such experts found it very difficult to access employment opportunities in India, but today they are earning a respectable income through our platform.
